The Cedar Creek Board of Trustees met at 7:00 p.m. On December 6, 2011, at the Village Hall, in regular session. 
Board members present:  Sharp, Moses, Mohler, McAllister.  Pearrow was absent.  Advance notice of the meeting 
was given by posting in the Village and by publication in the Plattsmouth Journal.  The notice stated, said meeting 
shall be open to the public, the agenda is available for public inspection at the village hall, and the agenda is not to 
be enlarged later than twenty four hours prior to the scheduled meeting except for items of an emergency nature.

Motion by Mcallister, second by Mohler, to approve the minutes of the 11-01-11 meeting as written and as 
published.  All ayes.

Cass County Treasurer notice of a reduction in payment to Cedar Creek in the amount of $295.96.  No action by 
the Board.

Reports of Officers, Boards, Committees, and Guests:
Alan Mueller, Mayor of Louisville, requested Cedar Creek consider contributing to the construction and support of 
a new Baseball Field in Louisville.  The field is to be constructed next to the existing field on the east side of 
Louisville on property donated by Ash Grove Cement.  A committee has been formed in Louisville to plan the 
development and estimate costs of the project.  John Mohler will attend  as a representative of Cedar Creek. The 
Board will consider donating after review of budget numbers.  Table.

Dan Henry addressed the Board on his qualifications and request for support as a candidate for the Cass County 
Commissioners District 4 position.

R. Moses requested purchase of a fire truck be tabeled.

Paukert requested the tractor and mower be checked and winterized.  Ed Group will maintain the tractor.  RC 
Small Engine Repair of Plattsmouth will be contacted in the spring for an annual check of the mower.  C Paukert 
will winterize the mower.

JEO/NDOR plans received.  No representative present.  Motion by McAllister, second by Mohler, to pay the 
required non-refundable $600 processing fee to BNSF.  All ayes.

Miscellaneous Business:
Cass County Zoning inspected 101 East B Street at the request of the Village Board.   Zoning provided an 
inspection report to the Board.  A. Minahan will contact the Building Inspector, by letter, with questions from the 
Board on footings, roof weight distribution, shop drawings, and expiration date of the permit.  Table to January.

Forty letters were sent to property owners whose trees or shrubs, according to the Tree Board, are not in 
compliance with village code.  Trees are to be trimmed to 14 feet above the street and 8 feet above sidewalks. 
Shrubs and bushes are to be kept at a minimum 3 feet from the street so as to not block vision of motorists.  At the 
request of the Board, the village attorney will write an amendment to the existing tree ordinance.  Table to January.

New Business:
A complaint was received on the condition of 6012 Cosson Drive and claim the garage was being used as 
commercial.  After investigation of the complaint, the Board found the accusations to not be valid.
No action taken.

Approval of appointed positions.  Motion by Moses, second by Mohler to approve all appointed positions, except 
the Park Board, for 2012.  All ayes.  Park Board will be filled in January.

Motion by Moses, second by Mohler, to approve the permit.  All ayes.

1024 Platteview  Porch roofs.  Approved by the Planning Commission and by the Floodplain Manager.
Motion by Moses, second by Mohler to approve.  All ayes.

212 Sunrise.  Request for a street setback variance to a permit approved in November.  Approved by the Planning 
Commission.  Motion by Moses, second by Mohler to approve the permit.  All ayes.

Motion by Moses, second be Mohler, to exit regular session and enter into executive session for strategy planning 
to discuss possible real estate purchase.  All ayes.  Time 8:30 p.m.  Motion by Moses at 8:40 p.m., to exit 
executive session and resume regular session.  Second by Mohler.  All ayes.

There being no further business to come before the Board, motion by Moses, second by McAllister to adjourn.  All 
ayes.
